arch 2, 2020 will mark the end of a 20-
plus year run for Susie and I at Fami-
lyLife Ministries AND the beginning of 
a new outlet for the passion God gave us 

over 25 years ago for the Gospel and marriage and 
family ministry, Father & Son Connection. 
   We are so very excited that God has revealed His 
plan and that we get to 
serve as missionaries 
with this vital ministry to 
dads and sons, age 12-18.  
   Father & Son Connec-
tion began 13 years ago 
out of the pain of a for-
mer FamilyLife staff 
member and good friend, 
Beau Glenn, who’s own 
relationship with his dad 
was non-existent for over 
30 years before God 
prompted reconciliation. 
Beau designed a 1-day 
event, called Pure Adven-
ture, to provide dads a 
day to initiate intentional bonding with their sons. At 
the center of each Pure Adventure event is a clear 
Gospel presentation and built into the day is intention-
al time to discuss meaningful matters that are often 
altogether avoided or differed to “someday” status at 
best. 
   Wrapped around those meaningful and significant 
messages is a series of activities that I call “fun with 
guns,”  (paintball, skeet shooting, black powder rifles, 
target practice and even some archery), a barbarian 
feast, and an incredibly touching closing that marks 
the day with a commemorative coin.   

  When Beau began the ministry, I chose to volunteer 
each Saturday a Pure Adventure event was held and I 
wasn’t on the road or otherwise occupied. It was 10 
years ago that Beau offered a role alongside him 
(which I didn’t accept because I didn’t sense God was 
calling Susie and I out of FamilyLife at the time). That 
God’s perfect timing would have the opportunity to 

join Father & Son Con-
nection at this time is an 
unmistakable gift from 
God. Our desire is for you 
to join us through your 
prayer and financial sup-
port. We are missionary 
staff so our provision 
from God is through peo-
ple, as it has been the past

On Practicing Marriage 

I enjoyed reading this message from a a pastor presiding 
over a wedding held recently in Wenatchee, Washington, 
and thought you would as well: 

M arriage is like golf, no one ever masters it. Mar-
riage is not for everyone. Some have never tried it 

and never will; some have tried it and given it up. Some 
just want to play at it but never want to practice to get 
better. Some want to cheat at it. Some talk about it better 
than they play. Some want to make up their own rules. 
   When it comes to marriage there are no professionals. 
There are none who have perfected the game. In mar-
riage all are of amateur status and all carry a number of 
kinds of handicaps. Most spend more time in the rough 
and out of bounds than they care to admit. All know that 
for marriage to not only survive but flourish to full joy, 
there must be on the part of both a good, balanced, solid 
footing with focus, follow through, and years of disci-
plined practice. Like golf, love and marriage are hard 
work. As circumstances and seasons change, as challenges 
arise, you must adjust your game. But the rules of the 
game continue over time. Marriage, like golf, is based on 
honor and integrity. It requires respect for the game and 
your partner.  

   With golf, ones handicap is not fixed, it can increase or 
decrease; it is adjusted according to your “behavior.” 
Handicaps are intended to give all a fair shot, to level the 
playing field, so to speak. Some may be embarrassed by 
how high their handicap is because they too easily con-
fuse it with who they are as a person, how successful or 
admired they are or hope to be. Suddenly they start play-
ing for the gallery rather than the sheer joy of the game. 
Suddenly, numbers are more important than the names 
of those you are playing with and the game takes on a 
whole different meaning. 
   As for you, respect the nature of the relationship and 
live it out with integrity and faithfulness. In marriage . . . 
don’t ever keep score in your head as to who is ahead or 
behind. Recognize that you each bring an array of handi-
caps coming into the relationship. You simply have to ad-
just to some of them. There are no par-or-better marriag-
es; there are no course records nearing perfection. Play 
fair, play honorably, self-report infractions, penalize your-
self, be charitable in relationship with your partner; and 
never walk away from your marriage because you think 
the course is becoming too difficult. Remember that if you 
defeat your partner in marriage, no one wins, both lose.
