At least | coat of Acrylic Sealer. Allow to dry for 12 hours at 25°C prior to painting with Mastercoat.

APPLICATION

Stir contents thoroughly, use as supplied. Do not dilute. 2 Coats of 50u each are recommended for optimum
results.

Brush and Roller: Suitable as supplied. Do not dilute.

Clean up: Wash with water Do not allow to dry on or in equipment

ENVIRONMENT
