Is a
yellow USB port (charging port) also able to be used as a USB 3.0 Super Speed port? Yes, if you refer to Intel NUC, maybe others. They just color a standard USB 3.0 yellow to indicate higher power and/or power available when the computer is turned off. Most motherboards have optional USB power on during powerdown for wake on mouse or wake up at
the touch of a button. So the yellow colored port is more of a gimmick, or sales point. Hope this helps. My NUC is bolted on my Celestron 8se and runs two USB
3.0 cameras as well as mount controller. When looking at the scope, I use a Logitech wireless mouse and keyboard with a USB broadcasting device – so all four external USB ports on the NUC are used up.  I recently added a FCUSB focus controller, but I needed another USB port.  Of course, I could buy a Bluetooth keyboard/mouse, or an external USB
hub.  None of these were attractive.  In addition to the cost, I've found Bluetooth to be flakey, and I wanted to avoid mess in an external USB hub. Here's a better and more inexpensive solution: I discovered my NUC (NUC6CAYH) has two additional internal USB 2.0 ports built into the motherboard.  However, they each use a very small 4-pin connector, and a
special cable must be installed to utilize the port. The cable is cheap and adding it to the NUC is pretty easy.  The LOGITECH keyboard/mouse USB broadcasting device is small, but there is very little internal space inside the NUC.  I ended up cutting a small notch into the metal mount for the hard drive, and have the cable fed through it (see pictures).  The
sending drive is embedded in some open space next to the hard drive.  The keyboard and mouse work well, even though the transmitting device is surrounded by metal.  This frees up an external USB port so I can now use my focus controller. Other model NUCs have these internal USB 2.0 ports, but your mileage may vary.  Check the intel website for your
particular model NUC and see what kind of connectors are there.  I've seen cables with 4 and 8 pins, depending on the NUC model.  The cables are also available in different lengths.  I. the shortest (3) and it worked fine for my application.  I bought the cable from microsatacables.com, via the Wal-Mart website.  The special cable that fits my NUC was part
number INTL-998-4XUF and costs only $4.75 plus shipping.  Microsatacables sells other types of NUC-related cables as well. Hopefully this will be useful to other folks who use NUC!
