The Departmental Testing Examination is conducted using a local printer to arrange two or more certificate candidates from the same emergency service organization at the
organization's location. The test material is sent to the printer and the candidates report to the test site for testing. The regional testing test is conducted using a local printer to arrange two or more certificate candidates from different emergency service organizations at the host organization's location. Test material is sent
to the printer and reported to the host organization's test site for testing candidates. Hosts are responsible for providing a room to test and promote the exam. ' ISO will immediately inform the IC of any actions taken to correct the emergency scene risks. : When ISO identifies unsafe conditions, operations or threats that do not pose an unnecessary threat to firefighters, the ISO will take appropriate
action by ic to reduce or eliminate unsafe conditions. ISO should be done by legalizing and implementing fireland strategies and operations.
