established herself as one of the most influential artists in the history of popular music.[5][6] Beyonce, who was born and raised in Houston, Texas, appeared in various singing and dance competitions as a child and earned a hame as the lead singer of Destiny's Child, one of the best-selling girls' group in history in the late 1990s. During
Destiny's Child's pause, Beyonce became a gold member (2002) and made her theatrical film debut with U.S. box office number one Austin Powers (2002) and became a solo music career. She became the first musical act to debut at number one on their first six solo studio albums on the Billboard 200. His debut alboum, Dangerous in
Love (2003), included four of Billboard Hot's top five songs, including the number one single Crazy in Love starring rapper Jay Z and Baby Boys featuring singer Sean Paul. After the break-up of Destiny's Child in 2006, she released her second solo album, B'Day, which included her first U.S. number one solo single, Irreplaceable, and
Beautiful Lyer, which broke through the charts in most countries. Beyonce continued her acting career starring in Pink Panther (2006), Dreamgirls (2006) and Asing (2009). Her marriage to Jay Z and the depiction of Edta James in Cadillac Records (2008) influenced her third aloum, | Am. Sasha Ishe (2008) won six Grammy Awards in
2010. He has released Britain's number one single If | Were a Boy, America's number one single Single Ladies and the top five singles Halo. After splitting up with manager and father Matthew Knowles in 2010, Beyonce released album 4 (2011). It was influenced by the funk of the 1970s, the pop of the 1980s, and the soul of the 1990s.
She earned extensive critical ratings for her sonic experimental visual aloums Beyonce (2013) and Lemonade (2016). The latter is the world's best-selling album of 2016 and the most highly regarded album of her career, the most highly regarded album of her career, exploring the theme of infidelityWomen'sism. In 2018, she released her
collaboration album Everything Is Love with her husband Jay Z as Carters. As a featured artist, Beyonce topped the Billboard Hot 100 with remixes of Ed Sheeran's Perfect in 2017 and Megan Sea Stallion's Savage in 2020. In the same year, after premiere at Disney+, he made his directoric and screenplay debut with the highly regarded
musical film and visual album Black Is King. Beyonce is one of the world's best-selling recording artists with more than 120 million records worldwide. Her success in the 2000s was recognized by the Recording Industry Association of America's 10 Years of Top Certified Artists, Billboard Magazine's Top Radio Song Artist, and 10 Years of
Top Female Artists. [10] Beyonce is the most nominated woman in the history of the Grammy Awards, the second most wins for a total of 24 women. He is also the most award-winning artist at the MTV Video Music Awards and has won 24 games, including the Michael Jackson Video Vanguard Award. [13] In 2014, she became the
highest-income black musician in history and was named among the 100 most influential people in the world for the second year in a row. She ranked sixth in the Times Person of the Year in 2016 and was selected as one of 100 women who defined the last century by the same publication in 2020. Beyonce was included in the Britannica
Encyclopedia's list of 100 women in 2019 and contributed to the entertainment industry. Beyonce was influenced by other artists and often cited [Life and Career 1981-1996: Early Life Beyonce Giselle Knowles was born in Houston, Texas, to hairdresser and salon owner Celestin Tina Knowles (Ne Beyonce) and Xerox sales manager
Matthew Nouls. Beyonce's name is a reference to her mother's maiden name. Beyonce's sister Solange Knowles is both a singer and a former backup dancer for Destiny's Child Solange and Beyonce. Matthew is African-American, Tina is of Louisiana Creole (French, Native American, African), 20[22] [22] [23] and the ancestors of distant
Jews, Spanish, Chinese, and Indonesian[24] Through his mother, Beyonce is a descendant of Acadia leader Joseph Brusard. Beyonce studied her ancestors and learned that she was a descendant of a slave owner. Beyonce attended St. Mary's Montessolli School in Houston and entered a dance class[ When dance instructor Darrett
Johnson began humming a song and was able to hit high-pitched notes and finished it, her singing talent was discovered. [29] Beyonce'sAfter winning the school talent show at the age of seven, he continued to play music and played, singing John Lennon's Imazine and defeating him on 15/16. [30] In the fall of 1990, Beyonce entered
Parker Elementary School, a music magnet school in Houston, where she performed with a school choir. She also attended high school for performing arts and visual arts, and later went to Aliyev Elsik High School. [20] Beyonce was also a member of the choir of st. John's Union Methodist Church as a soviet for two years. When Beyonce
was eight years old, she and her childhood friend Kelly Rowland met Lathavier Roberson at an audition for all the girl entertainment groups. After watching the group, R&amp;B producer Arne Frager took them to a studio in Northern California and put them in StarSearch, the biggest talent show on state television at the time. The girl's
time didn't win and Beyonce later said the song they played was not good. [38] In 1995, Beyonce's father resigned from his job to manage the group. Matthew cut the original lineup to four and the group continued to play as the opening act of other established R&amp;B girls groups. The girls auditioned before the record label, eventually
signed electra records, easily moved to Atlanta Records, worked on their first recording, and were cut by the company. This put a further strain on her family, and Beyonce's parents parted. On October 5, 1995, Dwayne Wiggins' Glass Roots Entertainment signed the group. In 1996, the girls began recording their debut album under a
contract with Sony Music, and soon after the Knowles reunited, they signed a contract with Columbia Records. [30] 1997-2002: Destiny's Child Main Article: Destiny's Child Beyonce (center), the final line-up of Destiny's Child, played while their 2005 fate was met, and the Robin It Concert Tour Group changed their name to Destiny's Child
in 1996, based on a passage from Isaiah. In 1997, Destiny's Child released their debut song Killing Time on the soundtrack to the 1997 film Men in Black. He released his self-titled debut album in February 1998 and won the Group 3 Soul Train Lady of Soul Award for Best R&amp;B/Soul Album of the Year, Best R&amp;B/Soul New Artist,
Best R&amp;B/Soul Single No,No,No. In 1999, he released his second multi-platinum album, The Writings on the Wall. How does a record work?It continues to be one of the group's most widely known songs, including Billes, Billes, Billes and the group's first number one singles, Junkin' Junkin and Say My Name. Say My Name won the
best R&amp;B performance and best R&amp;B song by a duo or group with vocals at the 43rd Grammy Awards. The Writings on the Wall sold more than 8 million copies worldwide. During this time, Beyonce recorded a duet with Mark Nelson, an original member of Boys Il Men, in the soundtrack song After Is Said and Done from the
1999 film Best Man. Beyonce experienced depression after a split with Racquet and Roberson after being publicly blamed by the media, critics and blogs [her long-time boyfriend left her at this point. Depression lasted for several years because it was so serious that during that time she occasionally put herself in the bedroom for days and
refused to eat anything. Beyonce said Destiny's Child had just won her first Grammy Award and had a hard time talking about her depression, fearing that no one would take her seriously [Beyonce later told her mother as someone who helped her fight. Franklin was then dismissed and Beyonce, Roland and Williams were left behind. The
rest of the band recorded Independent Woman Part |, which appeared on the soundtrack to the 2000 film Charlie's Angels. As Destiny's Child completed her third album in early 2001, Beyonce played a major role in the MTV television film Carmen: Hip Hopela, which she co-starred with American actor Mech Fiffer. When their third album,
Survivor, was released in May 2001, Racquet and Roberson filed a lawsuit claiming the song was aimed at them. The album debuted at No. 1 on the U.S. Billboard 200, with sales of 663,000 copies in its first week. The album also featured other number one hits, Booty Richards, and the title track Survivor, the latter winning the Grammy
Award for Best R&amp;B Performance by a vocal duo or group. After releasing his holiday album 8 Days of Christmas in October 2001, he announced that he would be suspended from his solo work. In July 2002, Beyonce made her film debut with Mike Myers in the comedy film Austin Powers in Gold, where she spent her first weekend
at the U.S. box office.73 million dollars. Beyonce released Work It Out as the lead single for the top 10 soundtrack albums in the UK, Norway and Belgium. In 2003, Beyonce starred across from Cuba Gooding Jr. in the musical comedy The Temptation to Fight as Lily. The film received mixed reviews from critics, but [55] Beyonce, who
sold 30 million dollars in the U.S., released Fighting Temptation as the lead single on the film's soundtrack album along with Missy Elliot, MC Wright and Free. Another of Beyonce's contributions to the soundtrack, Summertime, was much better on the American charts. [58] 2003-2005: Beyonce, dangerous in love and destiny, played Baby
Boys and reached number one on the Billboard Hot 100 charts for the ninth week in a row. On June 14, 2003, Beyonce performed her first solo concert and pay-per-view TV special Ford Presents Beyonce Knowles, Friends &amp; Family live from Ford's centennial ceremony in Dearborn, Michigan. The album was released on June 24,
2003, after Michelle Williams and Kelly Rowland announced their solo work. The album sold 317,000 copies in its first week, debuted on the Billboard 200, and then sold 11 million copies worldwide. The album's lead single Crazy in Love, featuring Jay Z, became Beyonce's first solo single in the United States. The single Baby Boys also
reached first place, and the singles Me and | and Naughty Girl both made the top five. The album is the best R&amp;B performance by a duo or group with vocals from Best Contemporary R&amp;B album, Best Female R&amp;B Vocal Performance Dangerous Love 2, Best R&amp;B Song and Best Rap/Son Collaboration Crazy in Love
with Luther Vandros, and Closer | to You with Luther Vandros. After the release of The Dangers of Love, Beyonce was planning to
produce a follow-up album using some of the tracks of the remaining songs. However, it was put on hold so that we could focus on recording Destiny's Child's last studio album, Children of Destiny, released on November 15, 2004.[72] Destiny Fullfilled, peaking No. 2 on the US[71] and Billboard 200, included the singles Losing My Breath
and Soldier reaching the top five on the Billboard Hot 100 chart. Destiny's Child took on the global concert tour Destiny [and Robin It was hosted by McDonald's Corporation][75] and played hits such as No, No, No, Survivor, Say My Name, Independent Woman, and Lost My Breath. In addition to renditions of the group's recorded material,
they also played songs from the numbers from each singer's solo career, especially from the dangers of love. She was tied to Laureen Hill for most Grammy nominations in a year by female artists. Beyonce won six nominations in 2004, breaking the Grammy Record for the most female
artists per night. In 2010, Beyonce appeared in Lady Gaga's single Telephone and appeared in a music video. [125] The song broke through the American pop song charts, became the sixth number one in both Beyonce and Gaga, and the number one with Mariah Carey since the Nielsen Top 40 Airplay Chart was released in 1992.

The album reached a billion Spotify streams on February 5, 2018, and Beyonce became the first female artist to have more than a billion streams of three albums on the platform. In June 2012, she performed four nights at Ovation Hall in Revel Atlantic City to celebrate the opening of the resort, her first
performance since giving birth to her daughter. Beyonce received rave reviews, was a commercial success, and sold one million digital copies worldwide in six days [musically electro R&amp;B albums on dark themes that had never been before, such as
pericenia, postpartum depression, anxiety and anxiety about marriage and motherhood, which was previously an undearthed theme. The single Intoxicated with Love, featuring Jay Z, reached number two on the Billboard Hot 100 chart. In April 2014, after much speculation, Beyonce and Jay Z officially announced an on-the-run tour. It
served as a couple's first joint headlining stadium tour together. He won the Michael Jackson Video Vanguard Award at the MTV Video Music Awards on August 24, 2014. Beyonce also won three competition awards at home: best shooting for Pretty Hearts with social messages and best videos, as well as the best collaboration for
intoxicated with love. In November, Forbes reported that Beyonce was the most-earned woman in music for the second year in a row, making more than twice as much money as she had in 2013. According to the International Association of Gramoons Industry (IFPI), in the last 19 days of 2013, the album sold 2.3 million copies worldwide,
making it the 10th best-selling album of 2013. It was his 20th best-selling album in 2014. As of November 2014, Beyonce has sold more than 5 million copies worldwide and has more than 1 billion streams as of March 2015. At the 57th Grammy Awards in February 2015, Beyonce was nominated for six awards and eventually won three of
Beyonce's best R&amp;B performances, best R&amp;B songs and Beyonce's best surround sound albums. It turned out to be an hour-long movie aired on HBO just a week later. The corresponding album with the same title was released exclusively in Tidal on the
same day. Lemonade debuted number one on the Billboard 200 in the U.S., while Beyonce debuted her first six studio albums on the charts for the first time in Billboard's history. She broke the record tied with DMX in 2013. With all 12 lemonade songs that debuted on the Billboard Hot 100 chart, Beyonce became the first woman to chart
more than 12 songs at the same time [and lemonade was streamed 115 million times through Tidal, set a record for the most streamed albums of the week by historical female artists.] It was the third-highest-selling album in the U.S. in 2016 and sold 15.54 million copies in that period, making it a worldwide album with 2.5 million copies. In
June 2019, Lemonade was certified as 3x Platinum and sold up to 3 million album-equivalent units in the United States alone. The tour sold 256 million dollars from 49 sold-out shows. Lemonade received universal reviews, according to the website Metacritic, which collects reviews from professional music critics, and became her most
acclaimed work ever. Among the best of 2016, it included several music publications, including Rolling Stone, which ranked lemonade first. The album's visuals were nominated in 11 categories at the 2016 MTV Video Music Awards, the most by Beyonce in a year, and eight awards, including The Formation's Video of the Year. [190] With
eight wins, Beyonce became the most award-winning artist in VMA(24) history, surpassing Madonna (20). Beyonce finished sixth in Time magazine's 2016 Person of the Year.1999 On February 23, 2017, It was announced that Beyonce would no longer be able to perform at the festival due to doctors' concerns about pregnancy. The
owners of the festival have announced that they will make headlines for the 2018 Festival instead. Ticket prices fell 12 percent following Beyonce's announcement of departure from the festival lineup [at the 59th Grammy Awards in February 2017] [197] Lemonade led nine nominations, including lemonade and Formation albums, records
and Song of the Year. and finally won the best urban contemporary album for two lemonades and the best music video for Formation. When Adele won the Grammy Award and the Album of the Year, Lemonade said it was monumental and valuable[ in September 2017, Beyonce collaborated with J. Balvin and Willie William to release a
remix of the song Mi Gente. Beyonce donated all the proceeds of the song to Hurricane Charities for people affected by Hurricane Harvey and Hurricane Irma in Texas, Mexico, Puerto Rico and other Caribbean islands. On November 10, Eminem released Walk on Water, featuring Beyonce as the lead single for the album Revival,
[November 30] and Ed Sheeran announced that Beyonce would appear in a remix of his song Perfect. Perfect Duet was released on December 1, 2017. This song reached number one in the United States and became the sixth song of Beyonce's solo career. On January 4, 2018, Beyonce and Jay Z's 4:44 collaboration music video
Family Fade was released. [Ava Duverne] was the director [203]. On March 1, 2018, DJ Harledo released Top Off as the first single on the album Father of Assad featuring Beyonce, her husband Jay Z and Future. On March 5, 2018, a joint tour with Knowles' husband Jay Z was leaked on Facebook. The two officially announced a joint
tour on March 12 as an On the Run Il tour, while simultaneously releasing a trailer for the tour on YouTube. On March 20, 2018, the couple visited Jamaica to film a music video directed by Melina Matsuukas. On April 14, 2018, Beyonce performed the first of two weekends as a headlining act at the Coachella Music Festival. Her
performance on April 14, attended by 125,000 festival participants, was quickly praised and several media outlets expressed it as historic. This performance was not only the most tweeted performance of the weekend performance, but also the most watched live Coachella performance and the most watched live performance on YouTube.
The show pays homage to black culture, especially historically black universities, and featured a live band with more than 100 dancers. Destiny's Child was also reunited during the show. [209] Beyonce and her husband Jay Z kick off the On the Run Il Tour on June 6, 2018United Kingdom. Ten days later, at their last performance in
London, they released their co-studio album Everything Is Love, credited under the name The Carters, and were initially available exclusively in Tydal. They also released a video of the album's lead single on Beyonce's official YouTube channel. [211] [212] Everything Is Love generally received positive reviews, debuting second on the
U.S. Billboard 200, debuting with 123,000 album equivalent units, 70,000 of which were pure album sales. On December 2, 2018, Beyonce, along with Jay Z, made the headline of the Global Citizen Festival: Mandela 100 at the FNB Stadium in Johannesburg, South Africa. Their two-hour performance had a concept similar to the On the
Run Il tour, and Beyonce was praised for her costume in honor of African diversity[ [216] 2019- Present: Homecoming, The Lion King and Black, a documentary and concert film focusing on Beyonce's historic 2018 Coachella performance, was released by Netflix on April 17, 2019. [217] The movie was accompanied by the live album
Homecoming: The Live Album. It was later reported that Beyonce and Netflix had signed a contract for 60 million dollars to produce three different projects. Homecoming received six nominations at the 71st Primetime Creative Arts Emmy Awards. Beyonce starred as Nara's voiceover in the remake Of the Lion King released on July 19,
2019 [In March 2017, director John Favro said Beyonce was the most likely choice for the role and that the studio and himself would be happy to do anything for her busy schedule. On November 1, 2017, her role was confirmed in an official announcement. [224] In the soundtrack of the movie released on July 11, 2019, Beyonce is
introduced in the remake of You Can Feel Love ToNight with Donald Glover, Billy Eichner and Seth Rogen, originally composed by Elton John. Beyonce's original song Spirit was released as a lead single from both the soundtrack and the Lion King: The Gift. [227] [228] Beyonce is called the Lion King: The gift is Sonic Cinema. She also
said that the album is influenced by everything from R&amp;B, pop, hip hop and Afrobeat. The song was additionally produced by an African producer, Beyonce said, because the film is set in Africa, credibility and heart were important to her. In an interview with the Wall Street Journal published in February 2020, Beyonce's mother, Tina
Knowles, revealed that the singer had borrowed some of her art works for a new project already under development. On April 29, 2020, Beyonce was taken up by Megan Shee's remix.The song Savage [230] that marks her first material of this year's music peaked at number one on the Billboard Hot 100. On June 19, 2020, Beyonce
released Black Parade. On June 23, she followed up with a Capella version of the studio release of Black Is King, a visual album based on the music of Lion King: The Gift, which premiereed worldwide at Disney+ on July 31, 2020. The film, produced by Disney and Parkwood Entertainment, was written, directed and executived by
Beyonce. The film was described by Disney as a memoir of the world's celebrations about the black experience. [234] In the artistic voice and music style Single Ladies, obviously | just got married and people wanted to get married every day - then there was a thing about Justin Timberlake [reproducing the video], and it was also the year
YouTube exploded. With irreplaceable, aggressive lyrics, acoustic guitars and 808 drum machines, we usually don't go together and it sounded fresh. Beyonc[235] Jody Rosen described her voice as one of the most fascinating instruments in popular music and emphasized her particularly distinctive tone and tone. The ability of her voice means that she has been identified as the centerpiece of the doomed child [237] John Paleres of the
New York Times commented that her voice was billod yet with tarts, assertive flutters and a reserve of soul belts. Rosen points out that the hip-hop era not only had a significant impact on Beyonce's unique rhythmic vocal style, but also finds her very traditionalists in the use of Barudrey, Gospel and Falset. [236] Other critics praise her
range and power, with The Washington Post's Chris Richards describing the beat as a whisper that induces goose skin and the roar of a full-boa diva. [239] Beyonce's music is generally R&amp;B, [240][241] pop[242] and hip hop[243], but she also incorporated soul and funk into her songs. 4 demonstrated Beyonce's 1990s style

[244] Songwriting Credits and Controversial Beyonce receives co-author credits for most of the songs recorded in Destiny's Child[36] and almost all of the original songs she recorded solo, but there is no writing credit. [245] SheThe song was personally driven and composed on the theme of female
empowerment like Independent Woman and Survivor, but after her relationship with Jay Z began, she transitioned to more trendy ansems like Cater 2 U. Beyonce also received a co-production credit for Dangerous Love, but she didn't formulate a way to beat herself, but came up with melodies and ideas during the production and shared
them with the producer. In 2001, she became the first black woman and second female lyricist to win pop songwriter of the year at the ASCAP Pop Music Awards. [20] Beyonce was the third woman to write credits for three number one songs in the same year( Irreplaceable, Grilled, and Check on It) after Carole King in 1971 and Mariah
Carey in 1991. She is tied with American lyricist Diane Warren in third place and has nine songwriting credits in her number one single. [249] (The latter wrote her 9/11 motivation song | Was Here for 4.) 250]) In May 2011, Billboard magazine listed Beyonce in 17th place on the list of top 20 hot 100 songwriters for co-writing eight singles
that hit number one on the Billboard Hot 100 chart. She was one of three women on the list, along with Alicia Keys and Taylor Swift. Beyonce has long been criticized by journalists and musicians for her extensive writing credits about her songs. The controversy surrounding her songwriting credits began with an interview in which she
attributed herself as a songwriter for a song she was a co-writer, or her contribution was limited. In the cover story of the 2005 Vanity Fair, she claimed to have written Destiny's Child's number one song. In an interview with Barbara Walters in 2007, she claimed to have come up with a musical idea for the Destiny's Child hit song Booty
Richards, which led to her father and then-manager Matthew Noors in protest at the claim. As Husari said to Billboard, As [Knowles] explained to me in a nice way, he said, People don't want to hear about Livingston, New Jersey producer Rob Husari. No bad, but it's not something that sells records. People who sell records believe that
artists are everything. However, in an interview with Entertainment Weekly in 2016, Fusari said Beyonce had the concept of 'booty’ in her head. That was totally her. She knew what she wanted to say. It was a very urban pop angle that they accepted the record, and in 2007, the Academy of Film Arts and Sciences excluded Beyonce from
the Best Original Song category as a songwriter for Listen (from Dreamgirls). According to the limitations of the three new writers at the time, the Academy considered her contributions to be the most important.In 2009, an original demonstration of Ryan Tedder's Halo was leaked on the Internet, revealing that it was similar to Beyonce's
recording, and she received writing credits. Interviewed by the Guardian, Tedder explained that Beyonce had loudly edited the bridge of songs and earned credits, but he vaguely questioned, in other cases, the ethics of her possible demands for writing credits. In 2014, linda Perry, a popular industry songwriter, answered a question about
Beyonce's receiving co-writing credits for changing a single lyrics to a song: Well, it's not songwriting, but some of these artists believe that your song won't go out. But everyone knows the real truth about Beyonce. She's talented, but it's a completely different way. Looking back on this controversy, Sunday Independent columnist Alexis
Crisseris wrote in 2014 that it seems as if Beyonce has blinded us to the true claims of theft and plagiaristry that have troubled her career for many years. [252] While reporting her controversial writings, pop culture critics such as Roger Friedman and Daily Beast's Kevin Faron said the trend had redefined the general concept of
songwriting, and Faron said, The village of lemonade writers and composers, Pablo's [Life of Kanye West], Rihanna's Anti, or Drake.' The view of industry's top artists today tells the truth about how to make their music: by committee. [245] James S. Murphy of Vanity Fair suggests beyonce is one of the leading artists like Frank Sinatra and
Billy Holiday. [257] Five-year-old Beyonce, who nominates Michael Jackson as Beyonce's main musical influence, attends Jackson's first concert and claims she has achieved her purpose. When she won the Tribute Award at the 2006 World Music Awards, Beyonce said, Without Michael Jackson, | would never have played. [260] She
praises Diana Ross as a all-round entertainer. Beyonce was strongly influenced by Tina Turner's strength and said, Tina Turner is someone | respect. [262] and Whitney Houston said she got up there and inspired me to do what she did. [263] SheMariah Carey's song and her song Vision of Love influenced her to start practicing vocal runs
as a child. Her other musical influences include Prince[ 266] Lauryn Hill, [261] Sade Adu, [267] Donna Summer, [268] Mary J. Blige, [269] Anita Baker and Rachel Ferrell. Beyonce's second solo album, B'Day, was inspired by the roles of Dreamgirls [270] and singer Josephine Baker. Beyonce pays homage to Baker. Beyonce's third solo
album, | Am. Sasha Fierce was inspired by Jay Z, especially Etta James, and Audacity inspired Beyonce to explore other musical genres and styles. Her fourth solo album (4) was inspired by Fella Kuti, 1990s R&amp;B, Earth, Wind and Fire, Devage, Lionel Richie, Tina Marie, Jackson 5, New Edition, Adele, Florence and Machine, Prince.
[235] Beyonce described Oprah Winfrey as an inspirational and strong definition of a woman, describing her as personally inspired by Michelle Obama, the 44th first lady of the United States, and that she proves that you can do it all. She also discussed how Jay Z is an ongoing inspiration to her, both with his lyrical genius and the
obstacles he has overcome in his life. Beyonce expressed her admiration for the artist Jean-Michel Basquiat and wrote in the letter, What | found in Jean-Michel Basquiat's work, I'm looking every day in the music . . he's lyrical and raw. [276] In February 2013, Beyonce said madonce had urged Madonna to take control of her career. I'm
going to talk about Madonna and all the great things she's done and think about how she developed the label and other artists. But there are not enough women, Beyonce also mentioned Cher as an inspiration for fashion. Music videos and stage Beyonce performed at the 2009 MTV European Music Awards In 2006, Beyonce introduced
all-female tour bands including bassists, drummers, guitarists, horn players, keyboardists and percussionists, Suga Mama (the name of B'Day song) [her background singer, Mamas is Montina Cooper-Donnell, It consists of Crystal Collins and Tiffany Monike Riddick. He made his debut at the 2006 BET Awards and re-appeared in music
videos for Irreplaceable and Green Light. The band has supported Beyonce in most subsequent live performances, including her 2007 concert tour Beyonce Experience, | Am. World Tour (2009-2010), Mrs. Carter Show World Tour (2013-2014), Formation World Tour (2016). Beyonce has received praise for her stage presence and voice
during the live performance. Jarrett Wieselman of the New York Post put herOne of the list of five best singers/dancers. According to Barbara Ellen of Guardian Beyonce, she is the most paid female artist she has ever seen on stage[282], and Independent Alice Jones wrote that she is almost too good because she takes her role as an
entertainer seriously. The former president of Def Jam L.A. Reed represented Beyonce as the greatest entertainer alive [[285] Jim Faber of the Daily News and Stephanie Krasen of Star Phoenix praised her strong voice and the presence of her stage. The costume has received criticism from many countries, including Malaysia, and has
postponed or cancelled performances under strict laws prohibiting the release of costumes [Beyonce has worked with numerous directors for her music videos throughout her career, including Melina Matsuukas, Jonas Oakelland and Jake Nava. Beauty and the Beast director Bill Condon said Lemonade's visuals have helped him
particularly as inspiration for his film, You've seen Beyonce's brilliant film Lemonade and this genre has taken so many different forms. [288] Beyonce, who was described as sexy, seductive and provocative when performing on the Alter ego stage, says she originally created a sasha intense alter ego to separate her stage persona from
the real person. She described Sasha as too aggressive, too strong and too sexy and I'm totally different from her in real life. Sasha was invented during the production of Crazy in Love, and Beyonce released her 2008 album | Am. introduced her in the release of [Sasha fierce. In February 2010, she announced in an interview with Allure
magazine that she was comfortable enough to be the one who no longer needed Sasha intensity. [289] However, Beyonce announced that she would bring her back for her Revel Presents in May 2012: BeyonCe Live showed later in that month. Image Beyonce, Dreamgirls Beyonce, released at the premiere of the film, has been described
as having a wide range of sexes, writing that music journalist Toure has become a crossover sex symbol since the release of Dangerous Of Love. In 2006, People for Animals, an animal protection group that
seeks the ethical treatment of animals, criticized Beyonce for using fur in clothes and Dreon's clothing. According to a statement released by a spokesman for the magazine, Beyonce's expression was far from glamorous Sasha violent and was a return to African roots. Beyonce's bright skin color and cosmaning have attracted criticism
from some of the African-American community[Emmett Price, a professor at Northeastern University, wrote in 2007 that he thought race played a role in many of these criticisms. [317] In 2008, L'Oreal was charged with whitening her skin with an advertisement for the color of Ferria's hair and said, That's not true in categories. 9], and in
2013, Beyonce herself criticized H&amp;M for the proposed retoking of her promotional images and demanded only natural photography as natural photography, according to Vogue. [322] My life Beyonce, | am . World Tour with Jay Z, who married in 2008 Beyonce began her relationship with Jay Z after collaborating on her seventh album,
Blueprint 2: Gifts &amp; The Curse (2002). Beyonce appeared in the song's music video as Jay Z's girlfriend, fueling speculation about their relationship. As of April 2014, the two had sold a total of 300 million records. They seemed to be more relaxed in recent years, but they are known for their private relationships. [328] Beyonce
miscarried in 2010 or 2011 after Jay Z had an affair, expressing what she had endured as the saddest thing she had endured. [330] She went back to the studio and wrote music to deal with the loss. In April 2011, Beyonce and Jay Z visited Paris to film the cover of their four albums and became unexpectedly pregnant in Paris. In August
2011, Beyonce performed Love on Top and attended the 2011 MTV Video Music Awards, which ended after revealing her pregnancy. Her appearance helped attract 12.4 million viewers as the MTV Video Music Awards that year became the most watched broadcast in MTV's history. The announcement was the phrase most collected by
Google during the week of August 29, 2011, when the announcement received one tweet per second recorded in a event and 8,868 tweets per second [335] and Beyonce Pregnancy was recorded in the most Google language. She wrote about her pregnancy and its aftermath in Vogue's September 2018 issue, which had complete control over the cover taken at
Hammerwood Park by photographer Tyler Mitchell. [343] At the 2009 presidential inauguration, he performed America the Beautiful and Finally in his first inaugural dance at Neighbourhood Ball two days later. The two raised four million dollars for President Obama's 2012 presidential campaign at Jay Z's 40/40 club in Manhattan. In the
2012 presidential election, the singer voted for President Obama. He played the American national anthem at his second inauguration in January 2013. The Washington Post reported in May 2015 that Beyonce had participated in a major celebrity fundraiser for 2016 presidential candidate Hillary Clinton. [349] She also made headlines for
Clinton at a concert held on the weekend before the election day of the following year. In this performance, Beyonce and her surroundings of the backup dancer wore pantsuits. a clear implying to Clinton's frequent dress selection. The backup dancer was also wearing a I'm with her tee shirt, which is Clinton's campaign slogan. In a short
speech at the performance, Beyonce said, My daughter wants women to lead our country and grow up to know that her potential is endless. In the 2018 U.S. Senate election, she supported Bet O'Rook’s bid. Beyonce has conducted several fundraisers and donation campaigns during her 2013 tour, and Beyonce said in an interview at
Vogue that she sees herself as a modern feminist. In her song Perfect released later that year in her speech Perfect by Nigerian writer Chimamanda Ngoji Adichie at the TEDx talk in April 2013, she would later sample we should all be feminists and align herself more openly with exercise. The following year, she performed live in front of a
huge background she read as a feminist at the MTV Video Awards. [354] Her self-identification caused a cycle of opinion and debate about whether her feminism was in agreement with the ideals of older, more established feminism. Annie Lennox, a famous artist and feminist supporter, called Beyonce the word feminist feminist light. [355]
Bellhook criticized Beyonce, calling her a terrorist against feminism and had a desonable effect on the young girl's audience. [356] Adichie is . Her type of feminism is not mine, as at the same time, the kind that gives quite a lot of space to the needs of men. Adichier expanded what feministrite means to her, in feminist light, men are
naturally superior, but they should be expected to treat women.We judge powerful women more severely than we judge powerful men. And feminist lights make this possible. Beyonce used the feminist definition on her platform to answer about her intentions by clarifying the true meaning behind it. [359] She says she understands what it
is to be a feminist, .. That's very simple. She advocates providing equal opportunities for young boys and girls, men and women begin to understand the double standards of remaining permanent in our society, and the problem must be illuminated to begin to change. She has also contributed to the Bambossy campaign to encourage girls'
leadership using television and social media. Following Beyonce's public identification as a feminist, the sexual nature of her acting and the fact that she supported her marriage were questioned. In December 2012, Beyonce, along with various other celebrities, produced a video campaign for Demand A Plan, a bipartisan effort by 950
U.S. mayors and other groups designed to give the federal government a second look at gun control laws in the response to the Sandy Hook Elementary School shooting. After a Supreme Court debate on California's Proposal 8, Beyonce publicly supported same-sex marriage.[364] She opposed North Carolina's public facility privacy and
security laws and discriminated against the LGBT community in public places (and later repealed) in a statement during a concert in Raleigh as part of the 2016 Formation World Tour. [365] She has also condemned police atrocities against black Americans. She and Jay Z attended a rally in 2013 in response to George Zimmerman's
acquittal of Treybon Martin's shooting. The film for his sixth album, Lemonade, included the mothers of Treybon Martin, Michael Brown and Eric Garner, who had pictures of their sons in the Freedom video. In an interview with Ell in 2016, Beyonce responded to the controversy surrounding her song Formation, which seems critical of the
police. Beyonce has joined a list of celebrities who have expressed support for transgender young people and voiced their opposition to Trump's
decision. In November 2017, Beyonce announced a 2017 sports illustration to Colin Kepelnick.The Ali Legacy Award said, Thank you for your selfless heart and your beliefs, and thank you for your personal sacrifice. We are still waiting for the world to catch up, said Muhammad Ali, who was severely punished in his career for protesting
the current state of U.S. civil rights through opposition to the Vietham War and refusing to join the military. For 40 years later, Kaepernick had already lost one professional year because he took a much quieter and legal position for those who are oppressed. Wealth Forbes began reporting on Beyonce's earnings in 2008 and calculated
that the 80 million dollars it earned between June 2007 and June 2008 made her the world's highest-paid music personality at the time, on top of Madonna and Celine Dion for her music, tour, film and clothing lines. [371] Ranked 4th on the 100 Celebrity List in 2009 and 9th on the World's Most Powerful Woman list in 2010. The following
year, the magazine placed her eighth on the list of best paid celebrities under the age of 30 who earned 35 million dollars over the past year for her clothing line and endorsement transactions. In 2012, Forbes placed Beyonce in 16th place on the 100 celebrity list, 12th lower than three years ago, but earned 40 million dollars over the past
year for album 4, clothing lines and endorsement transactions. [375] In the same year, Beyonce and Jay Z came in first place as the world's most highly paid celebrity couples and earned a total of 78 million dollars. From 2009 to 2011, Beyonce earned an average of 70 million dollars a year, and in 2012 she and Jay Z became the world's
first billion dollar couple in the music industry with the support of Beyonce's Pepsi and H&amp;M. That year, Beyonce was published as the fourth most powerful celebrity in Forbes' rankings. MTV estimated Beyonce to become the highest-paid black musician in history by the end of 2014. [382] This was the case in April 2014. In June
2014, Beyonce earned an estimated USD 115 million between June 2013 and June 2014, ranked 100th in the Forbes Celebrity 100 [This was the first time she had topped the 100 celebrity list and her highest annual revenue so far.] In 2016, Beyonce ranked 34th on the 100 List of Celebrities, with revenue of USD 54 million. She and Jay-
Z also topped the list of the best paid celebrity couples, combining revenues of USD 175 million. [385] As of [updated] 2018, Forbes had calculated her net worth at USD 355 million, and in June of the same year,She earns 60 million dollars a year and is the 35th highest-income celebrity. It tied Beyonce with Madonna as the only two
female artists to earn more than 100 million dollars a year. [386] As a couple with Jay Z, they have a net worth of USD 1.16 billion. As a result, James Clear, author of
Century of Pop Plus, wrote in his book Atomic Habits (2018), which parallels the success of singers with dramatic changes in modern society: In the last 100 years, we have seen the rise of cars, airplanes, television, personal computers, the Internet, smartphones, and Beyonce. When the Observer named her 10-year artist in 2009, Lywin
Smith wrote: Why Beyonce?... Because she made two of Destiny's Child's hits, not to mention Crazy in Love and Single Ladies instead of one of the greatest singles of the year. And this was a 10 years since singles (especially R&amp;B singles) regained their position as pop's favorite medium. ... [She] and the transcendent rock star were
definitely not the biggest live performers of the past decade. [393] Alex Suskind, who wrote for Entertainment Weekly, said Beyonce defined pop stars in the 10th year (2010s) and no one dominated music like Queen Vey in the 2010s, the rollout of songs, albums, the presence of stages, the initiative of social justice, The disruptive public
relations strategy has influenced the way we view music since 2010. The British press NME also shared similar thoughts about her influence in the 2010s, including Beyonce in the list of 10 artists who defined 10 years: Much more than pop stars, Beyonce became a candid supporter for civil rights, feminism, self-expression, politically
involved and We have proven that it is still possible to hold a very successful career in mainstream entertainment. In 2013, Beyonce made a time 100 list, Buzz Ruleman said, No one has that voice, no one can move her movements, and no one can hold the audience in her way. Now she is the obvious diva of the American heir --
reigningVoice. In 2014, Beyonce was re-posted at Time 100 and was also on the cover of the issue. In 2018, Rolling Stone included her on the list of 100 millennials, and Brittany Spanos said, For 20 years she was in the presence of imposing pop and R&amp;B: Destiny's Child countered the glorious white bubblegum of the time, and its
success failed her solo career. This is one of the reasons why Beyonce is the most universally loved artist in Gen Y. With her talent, beauty and elegance, Queen Bee developed into millennium's most exciting artist and politician and released her groundbreaking lemonade album in 2016, setting the tone for how other major stars talk
about feminism and the Black Liveth Matter movement. She is often appreciated for her cultural shift to rap by female pop singers and for her rap singing staccato style used in songs such as Bug a Boo and Say My Name. [399] Uproxx said Beyonce is now a major pioneer in the style of hip-hop-dominating songs, but [400] Pitchfork's
Sheldon Pearce has noticed her contribution to changing the sound of pop music radio in her hip-hop support style. From rap-adjacent R&amp;B stars (which appeared early in 1998 in Get Boys videos) to passive hip hop shareholders to full-fledged rappers, her evolution played a role in slowly changing the sound of pop radio. Beyonce's
release in 2013 and lemonade in 2016 are said to have revolutionized the music industry, reinvented albums and transformed the way people consume music. [402] [403] [404] In 2020, Billboard named Destiny's Child and her as the third greatest music video artist after Madonna and Michael Jackson. [411] Paul McCartney, [412] Bebe

Millie Bobby Brown, [439] Rihanna, [440] Rita Ola, [441] Ryan Destiny[442] SZA, [ 443] Sam Smith, [444] Tinashe[445] American indie rock band White Rabbit also cited the inspiration of his third album, Milk Fames (2012), 447, and Irish singer Cinead O'Connor.She's the inspiration for her 10th album title, I'm not Bossy, I'm the boss. His
friend Gwyneth Paltrow, 449, studied Beyonce at her live concert while learning to become a musical performer in the 2010 film Country Strong. Known for making popular phrases, Boy, Goodbye was used as part of the Democratic National Committee's campaign for the 2020 election, starting with the tendency to wake up like this and
post morning selfies with the hashtag . [451] Similarly, she also had a video for every song and came up with the phrase visual album following the release of her fifth studio album. It has been reproduced by many other artists, including Frank Ocean and Melanie Martinez. The album also had a surprise release, with many artists releasing
songs, videos and albums without prior announcement, including Nicki Minage, Eminem, Frank Ocean, Jay Z and Drake. [454] His debut album lead single Crazy in Love was selected as VH1's Greatest Song of the 2000s [455] NME's Best Tracks of the 00s and Pop Songs of the Century and Rolling Stone considered one of the 500 best
songs ever, winning two Grammy Awards and one of 8 million best-selling singles. [459] earned a reputation for his single ladies (with rings) music video, its complex choreography [458] and the development of jazz hands,[459] was rated by Toronto stars for launching the first major dance epidemic of both the new millennium and the
Internet [108] dance choreography [460] [461] and caused a legion of amateur imitators. [458] In 2013, Drake released a single called Girls Love Beyonce, interpolationed Destiny Child's Say My Name and discussed her relationship with women. In January 2006, research scientist Brian Lessard hamed Beyonce a species of horse fly
found in Northern Queensland, Australia, after Beyonce, with the fly's unique golden hair in its abdomen. Beyonce's exhibit was announced in the Legends of Rock section of the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in July 2014. Her outfit from the black leotard and Super Bow! halftime performance of the Single Ladies video is one of several
works housed in the museum. [464] Architects trust Beyonce's appearance in her Ghost music video as inspiration for the design of the Premier Tower under construction in Australia. [465] The City of Minneapolis, Minnesota, declared Beyonseday on May 23 in the city in 2016. In 2018, the City of Columbia, South Carolina, declared
Beyonce Knowrs Carter Day on August 21 in the city after presenting her with the keys to Colombia.The musical Six was announced as a pop concert, with character costumes similar to Beyonce from her performance at the 59th Grammy Awards, a contemporary re-story of the life of Henry VIII's six wives. Beyonce is also introduced
along with other R&amp;B and pop divas as the main character of the popular web parody Got 2B Real. In the first match in March 2019, the players of the U.S. women's national soccer team were each wearing a jersey with the name of a woman who was revered on her back. Mallory Pew chose Beyonce's name. [470] Achievements
Related: Beyonce's list of awards and nominations and Destiny's Child Beyonce's awards and nominations have won numerous awards. As a solo artist, he has sold more than 17 million copies in the U.S. and more than 75 million worldwide (as of February 2013). Beyonce, which has sold more than 100 million records worldwide (an
additional 60 million at Destiny's Child), is one of the best-selling music artists of all time. [472] [473] [474] [475] [476] The Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA) listed Beyonce as the top certified artist of the 2000s and received a total of 64 certifications. [478] Her songs Single Ladies, Hello and Irreplaceable are some of the
best-selling singles in history around the world. In 2009, the observer named her a 10-year artist, and Billboard named her the top female artist and top radio song artist of the 10 years. [10] [480] In 2010, Billboard was ranked 15th among the top 50R&amp;B/hip hop artists of the past 25 years. In 2002, she was awarded the Songwriter of
the Year by the American Composers, Writers and Publishers Association and became the first African-American woman to win the NAACP Image Award (Entertainer of the Year) and the Sammy Davis Jr. Entertainer of the Year Soul Train Music Award. In 2005, he won the APEX Award at the Trumpet Awards, which honor the
achievements of black African-Americans. In 2007, Beyonce won the International Artist of Excellence Award at the American Music Awards. She also received an honorary Otto at Bravo Otto. The following year, he received the Art Achievement Award and the Career Achievement Award at the World Music Awards. In 2010, he won the
10th Artist Honorary Award at the NRJ Music Awards and the Billboard Millennium Award at the 2011 Billboard Music Awards. Beyonce won the Michael Jackson Video Vanguard Award at the 2014 MTV Video Music Awards and the Australian Mother of the Year Award for Honorary Mother of the Year.Barnardo's Australia is a
humanitarian effort in the region and the 2016 American Fashion Icon Awards fashion designer council. In 2019, along with Jay Z, he was awarded the GLAAD Vanguard Award for being a member of the entertainment community who, along with Jay Z, was not identified as LGBT but made a big difference in promoting the equal rights of
LGBT people. In 2020, he won the BET Humanitarian Award. Beyonce is the second most prestigious female artist at the Grammy Awards after Alison Klaus, with 24 Grammy Awards as a solo artist and a member of Destiny's Child and The Carters. [484] The most nominated woman in the history of the Grammy Awards, with a total of 70
nominations. [486] Single Ladies (with Rings) won Song of the Year in 2010 and has won best R&amp;B songs, including Say My Name, 36, Crazy in Love and Intoxicated with Love. With dangerous love, B'Day and |. Sasha Stav has won best contemporary R&amp;B albums and Lemonade has won best urban contemporary albums.
Beyonce set the grammy record for a female artist in 2010 and tied Alicia Keys, Nora Jones, Alison Klaus and Amy Winehouse in 2012. Beyonce won 24 MTV Video Music Awards and became the most award-winning artist in the history of the Video Music Awards [she won two awards each at Carters and Destiny's Child, making a
lifetime total of 28 VMA. Single Ladies ( Ring Up) and Formation were awarded the Video of the Year award in 2009 and 2016, respectively. Beyonce won the record set by Lady Gaga in 2010 and the most VMA of the night for eight female artists in 2016. He is also the most awarded and nominated artist in the history of the BET Awards,
winning 29 awards from 60 nominations[488] and the most awarded soul train music award with more than 15 awards as a solo artist. Following Dreamgirls, Beyonce was nominated for best original song and Golden Globe Award for Best Actress for Listening and won the Best Actress Award at the NAACP Image Awards. Beyonce won
two awards at the 2006 Broadcast Film Critics Association Awards. Best Song of Listen and Best Original Soundtrack for Dreamgirls: Music from movies. According to Hughes in 2014, Beyonce is the most award-winning artist in history after Michael Jackson. [492] Lemonade was awarded the Peabody Award for Remonade pulls from the
rich literary, music, film and aesthetic sensibilities of black cultural producers to create rich tapestries of poetic innovation. Contrary to genres and customs, Lemonade immerses viewers in the sublime world of black women, families and communities, and experiences a poithing and compelling story about color and women's lives.It's a
friendship that we rarely see or hear in American popular culture. [494] She was selected on the 2016 BBC Radio 4 Women's Hour Power List as one of seven women judged to have had the biggest impact on women's lives in the past 70 years, along with Margaret Thatcher, Barbara Castle, Helen Brooke, Germain Greer, Jayaben Desay
and Bridget Jones. She was chosen as the most powerful woman in music on the same list in 2002. Business and Ventures In 2010, the company founded its own entertainment company Parkwood Entertainment, which was formed as an imprint based on Columbia Records, and began as a video and film production unit in 2008. It is
named after the street in Houston, Texas, where Beyonce used to live. Headquartered in New York City, he serves as an umbrella for various brands of entertainers, including music, film, video and fashion. Parkwood Entertainment staff have experience in art and entertainment, from film and video production to web and fashion design. In
addition to marketing, digital, creative, advertising, fashion design and merchandising departments, the company houses a state-of-the-art editorial suite where Beyonce work on the content of her worldwide tours, music videos and TV specials. Parkwood Entertainment's first film was the musical Biopic Cadillac Records (2008), co-
produced by Beyonce. The company also releases Beyonce's fifth self-titled studio aloum (2013), Lemonade (2016) and Carters Everything Is Love (2018). Beyonce has also signed with other artists on Parkwood, such as Chloe x Halle, who played at the Super Bowl LIl in February 2019. Endorseal Beyonce has been working with Pepsi
since 2002 and appeared in a Gladiator-themed commercial with Britney Spears, Pink and Enrique Iglesias in 2004. In 2012, Beyonce signed a 50 million dollar contract to support Pepsi, and the Center for Public Interest Science (CSPINET) wrote an open letter to Beyonce asking him to re-think about the transaction for product health
and donate the proceeds to medical institutions. Nevertheless, NetBase discovered that Beyonce's campaign became the most talked about endorse in April 2013 and that viewers responded 70 percent to commercial and print ads. Beyonce worked with Tommy Hilfiger on Fragrance True Star (singing the cover version of Wish on the
Star) and True Star Gold. In 2007, emporio Armani's diamond scent was also advertised. Beyonce launched its first official fragrance, Heat, in 2010[The Fever of 1956] and the commercial was shown after a British water stream that began with the image of Beyonce lying naked in her room. In February 2011, Beyonce released its second
fragrance, Heat.Pulse, Beyonce's third fragrance, was launched in September 2011. In 2013, the Mrs. Carter Show Limited Edition Heat was released. Heat's six editions are the world's best-selling celebrity fragrance line, with sales of more than 400 million dollars. Video game Star Power release: Beyonce was cancelled after withdrawing
from 100 million dollars at GateFive, claiming the cancellation would mean a sinking of millions of pounds with 70 staff. GateFive said it had revoked it because it had lost its financial supporters and was settled from court by her lawyer in June 2013. Beyonce has been doing business with American Express, Nintendo DS[515] and L'Oreal
since the age of 18. This service specializes in lossless audio and high definition music videos. Beyonce's husband Jay Z acquired the parent company of Tydal and Aspiro in the first quarter of 2015. [517] Including Beyonce and Jay Z, stakeholders of 16 artists (e.g. Kanye West, Rihanna, Madonna, Chris Martin, Nicki Minage, etc.) co-
owned Tydal, with a majority owning a 3% stake. [518] The idea of having a streaming service owned by all artists was created by stakeholders to adapt to the growing demand for streaming within the current music industry. [519] Fashion line Beyonce and her mother introduced De Leon's house, a modern women's fashion line, in 2005.
This concept is inspired by three generations of women in the family in honor of Beyonce's grandmother Agnies De Leon, a respected fitting. [521] According to Tina, the overall style of the line best reflects the taste and style of Beyonce with her. Beyonce and her mother founded Beyond Productions, their family company that provides de
Leon's home and its junior collection, DeLeon's licensing and brand management. The works of De Leon's house were exhibited on Destiny's Child shows and tours during the Destiny's Full Filled era. [523] The collection includes denim products with accessories including sportswear, fur, outerwear, handbags and footwear, and is
available at department stores and specialty stores in the United States and Canada. In 2005, Beyonce teamed up with shoe company House of Brands to produce House of DeLeon footwear. 19], In July 2009, Beyonce and her mother launched a new junior apparel label, Sasha Fashion, for sale on the backswing of the school. The
collection included sportswear, outerwear, handbags, footwear, eyewear, lingerie and jewelry. [526] Available at department storesMacy's and Dillard, as well as Jimmy Jazz and Against All Odds. On May 27, 2010, Beyonce partnered with clothing store C&amp;A to launch Beyonce's de Leon in a Brazilian store [the collection included
tailored blazers with padded shoulders, small black dresses, embroidered tops and shirts, and bandage dresses. In October 2014, Beyonce signed an agreement with British fashion retailer Topshop to launch active wear line clothing. [528] The 50-50 venture was called Ivy Park and launched in April 2016 [the brand's name refers to
Beyonce's daughter and her favorite number 4 (Roman numeral IV) and also the park she was running in Texas. [530] She bought philip Green, the owner of a top shop, from his 50% share after he was told he had received sexual harassment, bullying and racial abuse. On April 4, 2019, Beyonce announced that it would become a
creative partner with Adidas and further develop its athletic brand, vy Park. Knowles will also develop new clothes and footwear for Adidas. The company's shares rose 1.3 percent when the news was released. [133] Announced the release date on December 9, 2019 and January 18, 2020. Beyonce uploaded a teaser to her website and
Instagram. The collection is previewed in the January 2020 issue of [El Magazine], Beyonce is wearing some clothes, accessories, footwear from the first collection. Beyonce (center) and her mother Tina (left), who performed charity at the opening of beyonce Beauty Center on March 5, 2002, built the Knowles Roland Center for Youth, a
community center in downtown Houston, on March 5, 2002. After Hurricane Katrina in 2005, Beyonce and Roland established the Survivor Foundation to provide residential tranitation to displaced families and provide a means for the construction of a new building in which Beyonce donated the first USD 250,000. The foundation then
expanded to work with other charities in the city [538], which also provided relief following Hurricane Ike three years later. Beyonce donated 100,000 dollars to the Gulf Ike Relief Fund. In 2007, Beyonce founded Knowur's Temenos Place Apartments, a housing complex that provides residential space for 43 refugees. As of 2016, Beyonce
had donated seven million dollars to maintain the complex. After starring in Cadillac Records in 2009 and learning about Phoenix House, a non-profit drug and alcohol rehabilitation organization, Beyonce donated a salary of four million dollars from the film. Beyonce Beauty Center has been established to offer a seven-month beauty
training course to help Phoenix House clients acquire career skillsTheir recovery. In January 2010, Beyonce joined George Clooney and Wyklev Jean's hopes for Haiti: Global interests for earthquake relief teresons [543] made large donations to the organization and were selected as the official face of the limited edition CFDA Fashion for
Haiti T-shirt. In April 2011, Beyonce worked with U.S. Wife Michelle Obama and the National Broadcasting Corporation Education Foundation to rework the single Get Me Bodied to boost the campaign against obesity in the latter child. After Osama bin Laden's death, Beyonce released a cover of Lee Greenwood's song God Breth the
America as a charity single to raise funds for the New York Police Department and the Fire Widow and Children's Profit Fund. Beyonce became an ambassador for the 2012 World Humanitarian Day campaign and donated her song | Was Here and her music video filmed at the United Nations to the campaign. [550] In 2013, Beyonce
announced that she would work with Salma Hayek and Frida Giannini to participate in Gucci's Chime for Change campaign aimed at spreading women's empowerment. This campaign, which aired on February 28, was set for her new music. The concert in London on 1 June 2013 [553] included other acts such as Ellie Goulding, Florence
and Machinery, and Rita Ola. Prior to the concert, he appeared in a campaign video released on May 15, 2013, where he and Cameron Diaz, John Legend and Kylie Minogue talked about their inspiration from their mothers, and many other artists celebrated personal inspiration from other women and led to calls for pictures of viewers'
inspirations. Beyonce said of her mother Tina Knowles that her gift was to find the best qualities of all human beings. With the help of the crowdfunding platform Catapult, concert visitors can choose from several projects that promote the education of women and girls. [555] [556] Beyonce also participated in Miss a Meal to support the
goodwill industry through food donation campaigns [557] and Charitybuzz's online charity auctions to help create jobs across Europe and the United States[559] Beyonce and Jay Z secretly donated tens of thousands of dollars to bail out Black Lives Better protesters in Baltimore and Ferguson. Before Beyonce's Formation World Tour in
Tampa, her team held a private luncheon for more than 20 community leaders to discuss how Beyonce could support local charitable initiatives, including having promised to fund 10 scholarships to fund students. Tampa Sports Authority Director Thomas Scott said: | don'tSee how they invest in the community, see what their needs are,
and meet previous artists with the community. It says a lot to me about Beyonce. She not only enters the community and takes it away, but also returns the money to that community. In June 2016, Beyonce donated more than USD 82,000 to United Way in Genesy County to help victims of the Flint water crisis. Beyonce also donated
money to support the college expenses of 14 students in Michigan. In August 2016, Beyonce and Jay Z donated USD 1.5 million to civil rights organizations such as Black Liveth Mather, Hands Up United and Dream Defenders. Beyonce was named best charity celebrity of the year in December 2016 to support efforts to rebuild haitian
homes. At Hurricane Harvey in August 2017, Beyonce launched BeyGOD Houston to help victims of Hurricanes in Houston. The organization donated essentials such as cribs, blankets, pillows, baby goods, feminine products and wheelchairs to fund long-term rehabilitation projects. On September 8, Beyonce visited Houston, sponsored
lunch for 400 survivors at a local church, visited the George R Brown Convention Center, discussed needs with people evacuated by the flood, provided meals to people who had lost their homes, and donated large sums of money to local causes. Beyonce also donated a new mattress worth 75,000 dollars to the survivors of the hurricane.



Later that month, Beyonce released remixes of J. Balbin and Willie William's Mi Gente, all of which were donated to disaster relief charities in Puerto Rico, Mexico, the United States and the Caribbean after hurricanes Harvey, Irma, Maria, Chiapas and Puebla earthquakes. During the ID-19 pandemic, we donated six million dollars to the
National Union of Mental Health, UCLA, and community-based organizations to provide mental health and personal wellness services to essential workers [BeyGORD has partnered with local organizations to provide resources to color communities such as food, water, cleaning supplies, medicines and face masks.] In the same month,
Beyonce released a remix of Megan The Stallion's Savage, and all proceeds benefited from Bread of Life's COVID-19 relief efforts in Houston, providing more than 14 tons of food and supplies each week to 500 families and 100 elderly people in Houston. In May 2020, Beyonce offered 1,000 free COVID-19 tests in Houston as part of the
IDidMyPart initiative of her and her mother, founded for disproportionate death in the African-American community. In addition, 1,000 gloves, masks, hot meals, essential vitamins, foodHousehold goods were provided. In July 2020, Beyonce partnered with the NAACP to set up a black-owned Small Business Impact Fund, which provided a
grant of 10,000 dollars to black-owned small businesses in trouble following George Floyd's protests. All proceeds from Beyonce's single Black Parade were donated to the fund. In September 2020, Beyonce announced that it had donated an additional one million dollars to the fund. [576] Discography Main article: Beyonce Discography
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
