In 1932 he published the classic Brave New World, and in 1954 he told about his experience with mescaline in The Doors of Perception. Huxley died on November 22, 1963. Aldous Leonard Huxley marked his name in world literature by publishing in 1932 the book Brave New World.  His dystopian novel became, along with George Orwell's 1984, one of the main examples of the authoritarian state's approach to fiction, turning the work into one of the most important in the 20th century. Other
books that stand out from his career were Counterpoint and Doors of Perception, where he describes his experience with mescaline and which served as a direct influence on Jim Morrison, the lead singer of The Doors, to baptize his then unknown band. Best known for his novels such as Brave New World and several essays, Huxley also edited
Oxford Poetry magazine and published short stories, poems, travel literature and film scripts. He spent the last part of his life in the United States, living in Los Angeles from 1937 until his death in 1963. At the end of his life, Huxley was widely recognized as one of the leading intellectuals of his time. He was nominated
for the Nobel Prize for Literature seven times and was elected a literary fellow of the Royal Society of Literature in 1962. Huxley was a humanist and pacifist. He became interested in philosophical mystism and universalism, addressing these themes with works such as The Long-Term Philosophy (1945), which illustrates
the similarities between Western and Eastern mystismism and Doors of Perception (1954), which interprets his own psychedelic experience with mescaline. In his most famous novel, Brave New World (1932) and the last novel Island (1962), he presented his vision of dystopia and utopia, respectively. The biography was
part of his family of the most prominent members of the English ruling class; huge intellectual elite. His grandfather was Thomas Henry Huxley, a great biologist who advocated Charles Darwin's evolutionary theory by developing an agnostic concept. Her mother was the sister of the writer Humphrey Ward; niece of
Matthew Arnold, poet; and the granddaughter of Thomas Arnold, a well-known teacher and director of the rugby school, who eventually became the character of the novel School Days of Tom Brown. He studied medicine at Eton College and was forced to leave at the age of sixteen because of an eye disease that nearly
blinded him, preventing him from continuing his medical school. He later regained enough vision to graduate with an honor from Oxford University, but not enough to serve in the British Army during World War I. At Oxford, he had his first contact with literature, meeting Lytton Streiche and Bertrand Russell. He also
befriended D. H. Lawrence. In 1921, he released Crome Yellow, the first in a series of novels and that combines exciting dialogues and apparent scepticism with deep moral considerations. For most of the 1920s, he lived in Mussolini's fascist Italy, inspiring some of the authoritarian systems depicted in his works.
Huxley's masterpiece Brave New World was written for four months in 1931. The themes discussed in it go back to much of his ideological problems as individual freedom at the expense of state authoritarianism. In 1937, Aldous Huxley moved to Los Angeles with his wife Maria, son Matthew Huxley and his friend Gerald
Heard, and in 1938, at the height of his career, arrived in Hollywood as one of the highest-paid screenwriters. At this stage he wrote such novels as Also Dies a Swan (1939), On The Order of Pode Parar (1944), About Macaco e Esencia (1948). No sources? heard Huxley introduced Huxley to Vedanta (a philosophy
focused on Upanishad), a meditation and vegetarianism based on the Ahims principle. In 1938, Huxley befriended Jeddah Krishnamurti, whose teachings he admired. Huxley and Krishnamurti have entered into a lengthy exchange (sometimes bordering on debate) for years, with Krishnamurti representing the most
rarefied, separate viewpoint of the ivory towers and Huxley, with their pragmatic concerns, the most socially and historically informed position. Huxley presented the quintessential Krishnamurti declaration First and Last Freedom (1954). Huxley also became a vedantista in the circle of Hindu Swami Prabhawananda, and
introduced Christopher Isherwood in this circle. Shortly thereafter, Huxley wrote his book on widely disseminated spiritual values and ideas, Eternal Philosophy, which discussed the teachings of world-renowned mystics. Huxley's book confirmed the sensitivity that insists that there are realities beyond the conventional
five senses and that there is a genuine meaning for people beyond sensual satisfs and sentimentality. During this period, Huxley earned significant income as a Hollywood screenwriter; Christopher Isherwood, in his autobiography My Guru and His Apprentice, claims that Huxley earned more than $3,000 a week (a huge
sum at the time) as a screenwriter, and that he used much of it to transport Jewish and left-wing writers and refugee artists from Hitler's Germany to the United States. In March 1938, Huxley's girlfriend Anita Loos, a writer and screenwriter, put him in contact with Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer (MGM), who hired him for Madame
Curie, starring Greta Garbo and directed by George Cudor. (Eventually, the film was completed by MGM in 1943 with another director and cast.) Huxley gets on-screen credit for Pride Prejudice (1940) and was paid for his work in several other films, including Jane Eyre (1944). He was hired by Walt Disney in 1945 to
write a screenplay based on Alice in Wonderland and a biography of the author of the story, Lewis Carroll. However, the script was not used. The movie for Huxley was as exciting an adventure as his discovery and experience with mescaline, beginning in 1953 in correspondence with psychiatrist Humphrey Osmond and
narrated in The Doors of Perception (1954), a book that had some impact on the thriving hippie culture, naming, for example, the band The Doors, although the title comes from Blake's verse. The Beatles chose their face among several dozen great personalities on the cover of the quartet's brightest album, Sgt. Pepper's
Lonely Hearts Club Band, with controversial tracks whose lyrics showed intimacy with altered states of perception. He later experimented with LSD. Huxley, however, had cultural preferences and habits that were very diverse in the hippie movement in general, referring to the universe of psychoactive focus on
anthropology and philosophy. Two years later, the widower, he remarried and published Between Heaven and Hell. Huxley married Maria Nees (September 10, 1899-February 12, 1955), a Belgian whom he met in Garsington, Oxfordshire, in 1919. They had a son, Matthew Huxley (April 19, 1920-February 10, 2005), who
continued his career as a writer, anthropologist and epidemiologist. In 1955, Maria died of cancer. In 1956, Huxley married Laura Archer (1911-2007), a writer, violinist and psychotherapist. She wrote this timeless moment, Huxley's biography. Huxley was diagnosed with larynghi cancer in 1960, and in the following
years, despite his deteriorating health, he wrote the novel Island and talked about human potential at the San Francisco Medical Center and the Esalen Institute. Huxley was a close friend of Jeddah Krishnamurti and Rosalind Rajagopal and participated in the creation of the Happy Valley School (now Besant Hill School
of Happy Valley) in Ojai, California. The rest of Huxley's work is mostly in the library of the University of California, Los Angeles. They can also be found in the Stanford University Library. On April 9, 1962, Huxley was informed that he had been awarded the title of Companion of Literature by the Royal Society of
Literature. Death In recent days, unable to speak, Huxley wrote a request to his wife for LSD, 100 micrograms, intramuscular (100 micrograms of LSD, intramuscular use). She injected the dose at 11:45 and a few hours later. He died at 17:21 on 22 November 1963 at the age of 69. Huxley's ashes were buried in a family
grave at Watts Cemetery, home to watts Morgue Chapel in Compton, a village near Guildford, Surrey, England. Media coverage of his death was overshadowed by the assassination of John F. Kennedy on the same day, as well as the death of Irish writer C.S. Lewis. This coincidence inspired Peter Crift in his book
Between Heaven and Hell: Dialogue Somewhere Beyond Death with John F. Kennedy, C.S. Lewis and Aldous Huxley. Huxley's only son, Matthew Huxley, is also an author, professor, anthropologist and eminent epidemiologist. Aldous Huxley also survives the figure of his two grandchildren. No Sources? published
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
