Crackle Plus and it was believed to be the name of the streaming service. However, one look at the site and it's clear that simplicity has won: It's just called Crackle. IMDb TV Newer to this roundup is the Amazon-owned IMDb TV (formerly known as Freedive). It offers free TV shows and movies supported by advertising. In February
2020, the service acquired the rights to more than 20 Disney series, including Lost, Desperate Housewives, Malcolm in the middle, and my so-called life. It's also the only site that allows you to stream Lost and Malcolm on Wednesday for free. Other TV shows in its relatively small library include Fringe, Heroes, Quantum
Leap, and Forensic Files. Films include Memento, La La Land, Drive, Monster, Donnie Darko, Dune, Illusionist, Zodiac, Clue, and more.
