He was born in Cologne and graduated in political science from the
University of Vienna, where he became an adjunct professor at the Faculty of Law. In 1938, he and his wife fled the Nazi forces that invaded Vienna. They emigrated to the United States and became U.S. citizens in 1944. He spent most of his academic career at Louisiana State University, the University of Munich and
Stanford University. Vogelin's work can be divided into two phases: the stage before his emigration to the United States, during which he wrote a history of political ideas on both the racial issue and the authoritarian state, and the post-immigrant phase in the United States, where he approached authoritarian views as a
political view of the world based on religion and history. The biography of Erik Herman Vihelm Vegelina was born in the 20th century in Cologne. After living in Vienna from Austria until 1938, he emigrated to the United States in the same year, teaching at Louisiana State University. In 1958 he will teach in Munich, where
he founded the Institute of Political Science. In 1969, he returned to the United States, establishing in California. His childhood was spent in Cologne, Obercassel and Koenigswinter, on the outskirts of Reno, in the quiet family setting of his parents' home, Otto Stefan Vuguelin, a civil engineer of the Lutheran
denomination, and Elizabeth Roelch, a Catholic. She attended a local elementary school with her sister. In 1910 he accompanied his parents to Vienna, where he finished his senior year of primary school. Accepted in a lye education (Realgymnasium), he received a clear education in exact languages and sciences. He
attends eight years of Latin and six years of English, two years of Italian and teaches French with a private teacher. In addition to this orientation in humanistic research, excellent training in biology, and mathematics, allows you to follow throughout your career theoretical innovations in the exact sciences. He hesitated
about the course to follow, he eventually decided on political science because of greater enthusiasm in the humanities, as well as a lack of inclination to accept government officials. In 1919 he was admitted to the Faculty of Law of the University of Vienna, in the legal and political studies of which were Otmar Spann and
Hans Kelsen. Span introduced him to the study of classical Greek philosophy and German idealistic philosophy. Many of his seminary colleagues would later join Nazism, a position he has always considered unacceptable. Of particular importance to Vegelin was the acceptance of the thought of Hans Kelsen, creator of
pure theory of law, lawyer, eminent lawyer and chief author of the Austrian Constitution of 1920. Vugelin was his assistant, regularly attending his seminars at law school, where he became friends with Felix Kaufmann and Fritz Shrier and, in particular, Alfred Schutz. Philosophy In his mature life, Voegelin worked to
explain the endemic political violence of the twentieth century, in a peculiar approach to political philosophy, history or consciousness. In Vogelin's worldview, he blamed the false utopian interpretation of Christianity to create totalitarian movements such as Nazism and communism. Vogelin rejected any ideological labels
or categorizations that readers and followers tried to impose on his work. During his life Vegelin has published dozens of books, essays and reviews. One of the first works was Political Religions, 1938. The work was about totalitarian ideologies as political religions, because of their structural resemblance to religion. He
wrote the series Order and History in various volumes, which began in 1956 and remained incomplete until the time of his death, 29 years after the beginning of the series. His lectures on Charles Valgrin in 1951, published as the New Science of Politics, are sometimes regarded as a long-running series of Order and
History and remain his most famous works. He left many unpublished manuscripts, including a history of political ideas, which has since been published in eight volumes. Order and History was originally conceived as a five-volume study of the history of the order from Vogelin's personal experience about the disorder of
his time. The first three volumes, Israel and Revelation, the World of Polis, and Plato and Aristotle, appeared in quick succession in 1956 and 1957 and focused on evocations of order from the ancient Middle East and Greece. Voegelin then encountered difficulties that slowed his work. This, combined with his university
administrative responsibilities and work related to the new institute, caused a 17-year delay between the fourth and third volumes. His new fears were mentioned in the German collection of 1966 Anamnesis: zur Theorie der Geschichte und Politik. The fourth volume, The Age of Eme, appeared in 1974. He broke with the
chronological scheme of previous volumes, exploring the symbolism of order that changed over time from the list of Sumerian kings to Hegel. The work in the final volume of Finding the Order took over the last days of the vogelin and was published posthumously in 1987. Vegelin's work does not fit easily into general
disciplines, although some of his readers have found similarities with contemporary works, such as Ernst Kassirer, Martin Heidegger and Hans-Georg Gadamer. Vogelin often invents terms or uses terms already established in a peculiar way. However, there are patterns in your work that the reader can quickly familiarize
himself with. Among the signs of growing interest in Vogelin's work is a 305-page international bibliography published in 2000 by Wilhelm Fink Verlag of Munich; The presence of specialized research centres in universities in the United States, Germany, Italy and the United Kingdom; recent translations into languages
ranging from Portuguese to Japanese; and the publication of a collection of 34 volumes of his major work by the University of Missouri press office and several primary and secondary works proposed by Eric-Vegelin-Archive of the University of Munich. Arendt was one of Vogelin's interlocutors on the topic of
totalitarianism. In the early 1950s, Vegelin reads the origins of totalitarianism by the philosopher Hannah Arendt and addresses her with letters to comment on the work of a German woman. These emails meet Arendt and then become a review published in the Policy Review. Then Vogelin disagrees with the way Arendt
understands totalitarianism and develops a new way to do it, through what we know as gnose. Voegelin does not do the same intellectual exercise as other authors who have thought of totalitarianism, such as Hannah Arendt, for example. The author developed a systematic study on the internal organization of the
movement and studied in detail some aspects, such as police structure, concentration camps and propaganda mechanisms. Vegelin considered such regimes from a different point of view and mocked the historical and systematic analysis of National Socialism and Stalinism in such a way that it is impossible to say that
Vogelin, like other authors, described these regimes. His task, above all, seems to be to signal the relationship between and the growth of such regimes, indicating here and there the binding elements. The topic of gnasse is inserted into a broader context: the importance of spirituality and its political implications. Vogelin
turns to Plato to claim that we were involved in the construction of history. For Vegelin, a person has lost a metaxy (μετά ưήν), that is, a point of equilibrium between transcendent and immanent. Criticism of Vegelian criticism of Nazism after Austria's annexation of Germany in 1938, Vegelin was immediately rejected by
the Nazis. His opposition to Adolf Hitler was clear in four works published between 1933 and 1938. He and his wife fled Austria because of the expansion of Nazism and emigrated to the United States after being granted citizenship in 1944. Vegelin taught for a year at the Faculty of Political Science at Harvard University,
two years at the University of Alabama. In 1964, Vegelin held several conferences on Nazism and Nazism at the University of Munich. Denying the common place of collective guilt, Vogelin presented the so-called diagnostic tools, analyzing the connection between the church, academia and the law with Nazism.
Criticism of Marxism See also: Criticism of Marxism Erik Vogelin reports in his book Autobiographical Reflections that, caused by a wave of interest in the Russian Revolution of 1917, studied Capital Marx and was a Marxist between August and December 1919. However, during his university course, studying the
disciplines of economic theory and the history of economic theory, he learned what he thought was wrong in Marx. Vogelin claims that Marx makes serious distortions when writing about Hegel. As proof of his statement, he cites the editors of Frohshiften (Youth Letters) Karl Marx (Krener, 1955), especially Siegfried
Landshut, who say the following about Marx's study of Hegel's Philosophy of Law: Deliberately uniform Hegel, if we are given to say in this way, Marx will transform all the concepts that he conceived. For Vegelin, who deliberately made a little of Hegel, Marx intended to support an ideology that would allow him to
maintain violence against people, touching on moral indignation, and so Vogelin considers Karl Marx a deliberate enigma. It says that Marx's quackerism also consists of a terticer rejection of dialogue with Aristotle's etiological argument. He argues that since he received an excellent philosophical education, Marx knew
that the problem of etiology in human existence was central to human philosophy, and that if he wanted to destroy human humanity by making him a socialist man, Marx needed to reflect an ethyological argument at all costs. Vogelin, Marx and Engels make nonsense when they start the communist manifesto with a
categorical assertion that the whole social history to date was a story of class struggle. They knew from high school that there were other difficulties in history, such as the Medical Wars, the conquests of Alexander the Great, the Peloponnese War, the Picvar, and the expansion of the Roman Empire, which clearly had
nothing to do with the classrooms. According to Vogelin, Marx raises issues that cannot be solved by a socialist man. He also argues that Marx leads to an alternative reality that does not necessarily have any connection with the subject's objective reality. According to Vogelin, when reality conflicts with Marx, he discards
reality. Criticism of Tomic According to Vegelin, it is a theoretical inability to subject ritual mystery, such as transubstantion, interpretation from the point of view of tomisto-aristotic metaphysics. The pedigree (of this path) dates back to the pre-Reformation, before the metaphysical invasion of the co-ordique period. The

Vuguelin's exquisite work on the Reformation, though his observation of John Calvin takes place in his work The New Science of Politics. In it, he calls the institutions a Gnostic Koran, a genre of Gnostic literature from which Calvin gave us the first intentionally created copy. Vegelin offers Koran as a technical term, but
refers, above all, to an empirical historical object. The technical term is inevitably metaphorical: what are the characteristics and specific functions of the historical Koran so that Vogelin can label other texts Koranic. Criticism Voegelin As Voegelin applied the concept of Gnosis indiscriminately to Marxism, communism,
National Socialism, Progressivism, Liberalism and Humanism, critics noted that the concept of Vogelin's gnosis lacks theoretical accuracy. Therefore, according to this criticism, the term gnosticism used by Vogelin is more invective and is unlikely to serve as a scientific basis for the analysis of political movements.
According to Arendt, Vegelin is following the wrong paths in his work New Science of Politics, although he recognizes the importance of working on policy studies. In the book Die Neue Wissenschaft der Politik the philosopher and Professor Vuguelin Hans Kelsen points out The theory of Vogelin's representation is
criticized as militaristic and undemocratic. Kelsen also analyzes the theory of gnassein in detail and claims that it is based on the peculiar interpretations of the documents of history given for this purpose.
