NCHS serves normal, Bloomington, and Towanda divisions and is home to over 2,000 students (grade 9–12) with 150 faculties and staff. The history of Normal Community Secondary School was established in 1905. [4] An early NCHS building was built in 1927. It has 14 classrooms, a gym, a library, and an
administrative office. The average registration is 350. By 1954, the NCHS had grown to a level where classrooms and additional facilities were needed. This resulted in two additions, one at the northern end, housing cafeterias and music and speech classrooms, and one at the southern end, housing a new gym (Arends),
physics laboratories, agricultural laboratories, metal laboratories, woodwork laboratories and electronic laboratories. Again, in 1967, community growth and increased enrollment resulted in an addition to the NCHS building. These include a new gym (Neuman), new cafeteria, new library, new biological and chemical
laboratories, automotive laboratories, new classrooms and office space for Unit 5 Superintendent. The average student enrollment after this addition is over 1,350 students, peaking 1,956 in 1974, shortly before the opening of Parkside Junior High School and the movement of grade 9 students to Chiddix and Parkside.
The rapid growth of unit 5 of the population base in the 1980s and 1990s, which continues to this day, led to the need for another secondary school in Normal, and in 1995, the Normal Community of Western Secondary Schools, often called the Western normal, was completed. [5] Some students who would attend the
NCHS were transferred to The Western Normal when it opened. The sport and other competitors continue to exist between the two schools. On March 21, 2000, Unit 5 5 approved. The referendum approved spending budgets of more than $73 million, in which the State of Illinois will fund nearly $18 million for new
construction and renovations of unit 5 facilities. The new campus opened for NCHS at a full-fledged new site on Raab Road, northeast of Normal, in August 2003. Part of the NCHS building has previously been motivated and became the new primary secondary school (Kingsley Junior High School) for Unit 5. The original
construction of 1927 was riped off and parts of 1954 and 1967 were fully updated. In the fall of 2003, the NCHS was officially opened at its new location on Jalan Raab. This marks the beginning of the first school year at the new location of the Normal Community. The NCHS became the venue for a widely televised
school shooting on September 7, 2012, when a student fired shots to the classroom ceiling and was dealt with by a teacher. No one was injured. A 14-year-old student was arrested and charged with 16 felony charges. [6] Academics and courses Several departments offer Advanced Placement (AP) classes. There are
classes with several different levels of workload for students of different abilities. There are several honorary classes offered by the Department of Science, Mathematics, and English. They include Biology, Chemistry, Algebra II, Geometry, and English I and II. According to the Illinois State Education Board Online Report
Card,[7] 86% of NCHS students in the 2012 class, the latest classes in which the Report Card has information, graduates within four years, dropped from a peak of 95% in 2010, and 60% were ready for college coursework compared to an average of 46% for Illinos secondary schools. Schools do not make Sufficient
Annual Progress in accordance with the terms of No Children Left behind the Act. Note that adequate Annual Progress is difficult to achieve when the graduate rate is already very high, as it is for the NCHS; schools have not been identified for School Improvement according to the specifications of the AYP Act. Athletics
and other athletic activities of the athletics team representing the NCHS have long been dubbed ironmen. The school now plays basketball, football, etc., as a member of the Big Twelve Conference along with crosstown rivals in Normal West, Bloomington High School, etc., although there are now less than twelve teams
in the Big Twelve because of the departure of several schools for conferences with schools over nearly their own size. [8] The NCHS team played for years in the Corn Belt Conference but ultimately departed for school-sized issues. Demographics According to the Illinois State Education Board Online Report Card,[7] the
student body in the school year 2015-2016 consists of the following ethnicities: White, 11.9% Black, 7.7% Hispanic, 8.6% Asian, 0.5% American Indian, 4.9% Multiple Ethnic, and 0.5% Pacific Islander.
