Trigger fish can often be seen spitting sand from their mouths in order to sift material in search of edible residues or organisms. Coral reef triggers, up to 30 cm in
length, are fairly aggressive and will not generally tolerate individuals in their vicinity in general, so the fish is often solitary. This is particularly true in families. Triggers have the ability to quickly change their coloration. They can fade into a relatively dreary appearance when sleeping or making a demonstration, while
coloring is often the most vital when fish are healthy and not threatened by their surroundings. They were also known to bite and attack swimmers in their area, often around the ankle, sometimes leaving marks. Coral events trigger an adult fish in the Heina Lake Triggerfish Lake Park, which shares Name
humuhumunukunukuapuaa with coral triggerfish. Hawaii State Reef Fish was originally the official fish eye of Hawaii in 1985,[5] but because of the expiry of the Hawaii state law five years later, it was no longer to be a state fish in 1990. [6] On April 17, 2006, Bill Hack filed to the governor of Hawaii, which permanently
restored the reef fish (Hamohokonokonokua) as the hawaiifish. [7] The law was passed on May 2, 2006, and was in force when it was passed.
