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Main ideas and supporting details examples

The ability to identify the purpose and thesis of a message as you read it takes practical time. Questioning the message you're reading is a good starting point. When trying to separate thesis or the main idea of your reading material, consider these questions: What is the main subject of this message? The author tried to tell me or persuade me? What do the authors think I need to know about this? Why do authors think I need to know about this? Sometimes the answers to these questions are clearly stated in the message itself. Sometimes it's less obvious and in those cases the technique on the next page
is helpful as author Pavel Zemliansky, then argument, can be clear and implicit, or implicit.
